Our whole site has 3 Electropaint plants, each computer controlled and monitored to produce repeatable
performances day after day. These are complimented by 2 Powder Coating plants using the most
up to date coating equipment which allows us to provide market leading turn around.

Metafin appreciate that the coating process is only as good as the preparation. Therefore in addition to the in
line pre-treatment facilities we have separate Shotblasting and Zinc phosphate.
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Powder Coating

Powder Coating has been referred to as “dry painting”.
The process relies upon the natural principles of opposite
charges attract. The paint to be applied has been ground
into a fine powder by the powder manufacturers. It is then
fed by compressed air into a special gun, where the
powder particles are charged up.

The work is hung from jigs onto a moving track which is
earthed. The charged particles are blown towards the
work by air pressure and they naturally want to go the
earth, so they are attracted to the parts that need coating
and subsequently remain attached by electrostatic
attraction until cured in an oven.

This coating takes place in a special booth such that any
powder not attracted to the work can be captured and
recycled. As such this process is more efficient than spray
to waste wet spraying and contains absolutely no
solvents. Therefore it is a much greener solution for
getting a hard wearing ultra violet stable colour onto
metal.

Electropainting

Electropaint is a dipping process in which electrically conductive
substrates (the parts to be coated) are immersed in a water-borne paint.
Coating takes place only with the passage of electricity between a
stainless steel anode and the work to be coated (in our case a Cathode).
Hence the process is also known as Cathodic Electropaint. Other names
the process is known by are, E Coat; EP; EPD; ED; Electrocoat; and
electrophoretic coating.

The actual process can be likened to electroplating, the difference being
that in Electropainting it is not a metal that is deposited but a paint
pigment and resin. With the correct and precisely controlled pre treatment
and subsequent stoving to the right specification the resultant paint film
becomes a very good anti corrosion primer, giving in excess of 1000hrs
salt spray (ASTM B117).

The process is used in all major automotive and commercial vehicle
manufacturers and is the first coat of paint all new car bodies receive. It is
a major contributory factor preventing modern day cars from rusting like
they used to some years ago.

As a primer it is also a very good base for subsequent overcoating,
especially with powder, which is used to improve the appearance,

and durability and to give the parts resistance to exposure to ultra violet
light (sunlight).
